Robert E. “Bob” Wetzel of Zanesville died peacefully at the Morrison House
following a brave and courageous two year battle with cancer. Bob was born
December 7, 1946 in Zanesville to the late Floyd 'Buzz' Wetzel and Bonnie M.

Bob
retired from Anchor Glass Container in December 2009 following 42 years of
service.

He was also a very talented and
gifted artist working freely in many mediums. Bob was active in the Zanesville
art community.
